Has not — hasn’t
Did not — didn’t

Apostrophes also show who
owns something.

Lillian’s dress — Lillian owns the dress
Dane’s toy — Dane owns the toy
Ava’s book — Ava owns the book

Hans’ pencil — Hans owns the pencil
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
